AAUP Salary Study 2023-2024	

Here is the AAUP Salary Study for 2023-2024.   Note that the comparison tables are from the same year as the salary data I computed, although they are done differently.  
Please remember my tables, the first two, only include those employees paid through state money, either E&G or Auxiliary.    We have a number of employees paid by the Longwood Foundation, the Real Estate Foundation, or through Grants.   They are not included. 
As always my tables are a snapshot of the institution from November. 
The average faculty salary for last year was $81,047.   This is almost a 3% increase over the average salary for 2022-2023.   The increase for continuing faculty is a little more, 3.95%.  We have already been notified of our raises for 2024-2025 so there is no need for me to contemplate what might happen. 
Note that we are last in the state (9th percentile) and in the 29th percentile for our peer group for the second year in a row.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]The number of faculty went down.   The number of A/P administrators went up.    As was true last year I do not know how much of this was a shift of employees  from classified to A/P (classified employees have much more protection).
